1. Remove any accessories that may prohibit the installation of your new freeway bar.
2. Remove and discard the (2) 3/8” motor mounting bolts securing the upper portion of the front cylinder to the
frame. See Figure 1.

3. Position the freeway bar into place between the frame rails and front tire. Align the slotted holes in the freeway
bar’'s upper mount with the open holes on the frame (refer to Step 2) and insert the (2) supplied 3/8"-16 x 1”
buttonhead bolts but DO NOT TIGTHEN. See Figure 2.

4. Thread the (2) supplied 3/8”-16 x 3/4” buttonhead bolts thru the lower freeway bar mount and into the lower
frame brace but DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN. See Figure 2.

5. Make sure freeway bar is aligned properly then fully tighten all bolts to factory specifications.
