. Using an adhesive remover, make sure all traces of the old adhesive is removed from the grip/footpeg. The metal part of the

. Clean the insert area of the grip/footpeg with alcohol. Again, make sure that all residues from the old adhesive are removed,

Grasp the rubber inserts and pull them off the grip/footpeg. Usually the adhesive will remain on the grip/footpeg in the
insert area.

grip/footpeg must be absolutely clean.

and no moisture or oils have contaminated the insert area (this includes handling this area with your fingers or hands).
Obtain the correct rubber inserts. Test fit to make sure they fit the insert area.

Remove the backing from the adhesive on the new rubber inserts.

Carefully align the new rubber insert with the insert area, then press the rubber insert into the insert area firmly.

Press firmly on all areas of the rubber insert to ensure that it is fully adhered to the grip/footpeg.

If removed, reinstall grip/footpeg on motorcycle.

To allow the adhesive to fully cure, do not operate the motorcycle for 24 hours.
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
