Note: For racing applications it is recommended to use the DragonFire SFl 5 point harness.

Step 1: Place vehicle on a flat and level surface. Place gear selector in “Park” and remove keys from the ignition.

Step 2: Remove your stock seats and restraints. Inspect factory bolts for signs of damage or wear. If hardware is in good condition, retain to
reuse. If damaged, discard and replace with new hardware.

Note: Hardware should be 16mm (Grade 10.8) or 5/8” (Grade 8) with lock nuts.

Step 3: Install lap belts to the factory mounting locations on each side of the seat. Make sure the belt is not twisted or pinched (see photos
below). Torque hardware to the specifications in the factory service manual.

Note: Lap belt will have red release lever with DragonFire logo on the Right hand side of the person sitting in the seat.
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Step 4: With seat still removed, install the shoulder portion of the harness to a harness bar, bracket or harness anchor system, by placing the
end of the shoulder harness under the bracket or tube attachment point and looping back over. (Figure A, hanging bracket shown)

Step 5: Place the end of the shoulder harness back through the backside of buckle on the belt. (Figure B)

Step 6: Once the belt has been pulled through route the end back through the front side of the buckle. (Figure C)

Step 7: Finally, route the end of the belt back through the front of the top slot on the buckle to prevent slipping. (Figure D) Pull webbing
completely through until tight. (Figure E)

Step 8: Repeat for opposite side of shoulder harness.

Step 9: Reinstall seats making sure not to pinch the lap belts. If using an aftermarket seat with slots for the harness lap belts, feed lap belts
through slots.

Step 10: Feed the shoulder harness portion through the seat cutout. (Figure F)

Step 11: Attach the lap belts to the shoulder harness by routing the vertical strap on the lap belt through the backside of the shoulder harness

buckle on the top side of the roller. Feed the loop back through the under side of the roller to lock into place. (Figure G) Perform on
both sides.

Step 12: Sit in the seat and buckle the harness. Pull the adjustment straps on both sides until lap belt is centered and snug on occupant’s
waist. (Figure H)

Step 13: With lap portion centered and snug, adjust the shoulder straps evenly until snug on both shoulders. (Figure I)

Note: It may be necessary to adjust the upper portion of the belt to give additional range. Reverse Steps 4 through 8 to loosen the webbing and
re-adjust the belt length. Collar pad is free to slide up and down shoulder straps for rider comfort.
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Step 14: Shoulder harness should be slightly below or even with shoulders to properly restrain occupant. (Figure J)

Step 15: Clip Sternum buckle and slide up and down to a comfortable position. (Figure K)

Note: Sternum buckle is a comfort feature and does not effect the performance of the harness.
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Step 16: This completes installation. Time to ride and enjoy.

ProTip: Periodically check all hardware and re-tighten if needed.
