
The following charts contain information regarding airline baggage handling fees associated with 
checking properly packed bicycles. It is intended to help inform travelers intending to fly with bikes about 
some of the limitations airlines impose on bikes as baggage, and the resulting additional costs travelers 
may incur.    

We recommend travelers research airline policies before booking tickets, as incremental baggage fees 
may substantially increase the overall cost of travel. In some scenarios, travelers may not be allowed to 
travel with their bikes based on certain restrictive air carrier policies.
