Procedure
STEP 1	 Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface; turn off the ignition and allow the 
engine to cool.

STEP 2	 Remove your footrest; save the hardware, it will be reused.

STEP 3	 Remove old clevis; it will not be reused.

STEP 4	 Install the new clevis; leave the fasteners loose until you have installed your 
footrest and adjusted the clevis.

STEP 5	 Install your footrest.

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INSTALLATION

STEP 6	 Adjust for comfort and clearance then tighten the fastener shown in PIC.1

NOTE	 Tightening the fastener shown in PIC.1  will positively engage the splines (shown in red). 
 
STEP 7	 Tighten all of the fasteners and ensure proper clearance and operation before 
riding the motorcycle.
