STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the PIC1
installation. Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn off CLUTCH LEVER
the ignition. Let motorcycle cool. ol

STEP 2 Refer to PIC 2. Remove the existing brake lever from the control
housing. Set pivot screw and lock nut aside, they will be reused.

STEP 3 Locate provided Brake Lever. Align and place it into the brake lever

perch.

STEP 4 Refer to PIC 3. Locate hardware removed in Step 2. Place a dab of BRAKE (RIGHT) SIDE

grease on the pivot screw. Place the pivot screw into the aligned holes FRONT VIEW

of the control housing and provided brake lever. Secure in place with

the lock nut.
STEP 5 Tighten the pivot screw securely. Test for free unrestricted operation.
STEP 6 Compress the Brake Lever a few times to ensure that the brakes and

brake lights work properly BEFORE starting the motorcycle.
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CHECK BRAKE LIGHT FUNCTION BEFORE OPERATING MOTORCYCLE. PIC 4

CLUTCH SIDE INSTALLATION

Remove the pivot screw and lock nut from the control housing. Set
them aside, they will be reused.

Refer to PIC 5. Place one hand under the control housing and existing
lever. Slowly remove the existing clutch lever from the control housing, o
being aware that there is a brass ferrule within the lever that can fall

out. Set the clutch ferrule aside, it will be reused.

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Locate provided Clutch Lever.

Refer to PIC 6. Apply a small amount of grease to the clutch ferrule that FRONT VIEW

was removed in Step 8. Align and place it into the provided lever. The
small hole in the ferrule should be visible through the open end of the
clutch lever.

Refer to PIC 7. Observe the clutch master cylinder plunger pin. This CLUTCH
pin must engage completely into the hole in the small clutch ferrule. FERRULE
Carefully insert the clutch lever into the housing so the pin engages as
described.

Locate hardware removed in Step 7. Place a dab of grease on the
pivot screw. Place the pivot screw into the aligned holes of the control
housing and provided clutch lever. Secure in place with the lock nut.

Tighten the pivot screw securely. Test for free unrestricted operation.

Test ride the motorcycle in a low traffic situation. If the clutch drags, or
shifting is difficult, the plunger pin is not fully engaged into the clutch
ferrule.
