3. Cover the front fender and fuel tank with a suitable
cloth to avoid scratches from dropped tools.

4. If you have the SwitchBlade mount kit on your motor-
cycle, remove clamps.

5. Use the Spiders from the Chrome Lower Kit to install

the Clamps in the precise location as specified in the
SwitchBlade Mount Kit Installation Manual. Figure 1.

The longer stud of the spider goes to the
TOP of the fork.

Key)

4. Assemble the Lower Spool and Lower Nut so the thick side
of the Spool is near the head of the Lower Nut.
