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] 1) Once all straps have been routed correctly, start to pull
tight each strap one at a time making sure the bag does
not shift and stays centered.

2) Any extra strap can be folded and tucked inside the
provided elastic strap loops.

3) Make sure bag is secure and has little movement before
operating vehicle.
