Loosen the screws of the original shock
absorber. Start with the lower screw first.

Lower the swingarm as much as possible and
remove the shock.

Install the Ohlins shock absorber with the hose
and reservoir hanging out on the left side.

Install the screws to the shock absorber. Do not
tighten yet.

Remove the left footpeg by loosening the two
screws.

Mount the bracket support under the footpeg and

reinstall into place.

Fasten the reservoir bracket with the screws
supplied to mounting bracket.

Reinstall the rear wheel.

Lower the bike so that the suspension is slightly
compressed before tightening the screws.

Reverse all procedures as required.
