-	 Install Regulator Relocation Bracket (B) to machine with stock hardware. See Fig. 3a.
3.	 Install Winch Mount (A) to machine with M8-1.25 x 20mm Lg. FHCS and M8-1.25 Nylock Nuts. See 

Figs. 4 - 4a.
4.	 Install Winch to Winch Mount (A) with hardware included with Winch. See Fig. 5.

If installing to machine with SuperATV Front Brush Guard (FBG-P-RAN-09XP-DP) go to page 7.
5.	 Reinstall stock Bumper and Upper Grille with stock hardware. See Fig. 6 and 6b.
6.	 Secure Bumper to Winch Mount (A) with M8-1.25 x 20mm Lg. FHCS and M8-1.25 Nylock Nuts. See 

Fig. 6a.
7.	 Install Fairlead to Winch Mount (A); hardware and Fairlead included with Winch. See Fig. 7.
-	 SuperATV 3500 Lb. Winch will require installation of Fairlead Mount Adapter (C) as shown in Fig. 8.
8.	 Tighten all hardware completely.
