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( OEM SYSTEM REMOVAL

Begin by removing the OE air filter cover. On some models the cap screw may be
covered by a vanity cover. Pull this cover off carefully as it is held on by Velcro.

This will expose the filter element, which is then removed by taking out the three Torx
head cap screws.

Remove the breather hoses from the cylinder head breather bolts by gently pulling on
them.

Now remove the backing plate and gasket from the throttle body by unbolting the
cylinder head breather bolts. NOTE: Be sure that the gasket surface is clean and dry
and that no gasket material remains stuck to it.

NOTE: For a 2021-Later “S” model Touring or 17-Later CVO and 18-Later “S” model Softail, a
seperate purchase of an induction module bracket from Harley Davidson, P/N 16400049 is
necessary prior to installation of this air intake system.

10. Apply Loctite 243 (blue) to the threads on the 5/16"-18 x 5/8" button head cap screw

For a clear understanding of this installation, it is best to refer to the exploded view
diagram while reading these instructions.

When installing or servicing the air cleaner, apply Loctite 243 (blue) to threads of alll
fasteners.

Install the two cylinder head breather bolts (10). NOTE: Tighten the cylinder head
breather bolts to 120-144 in-lbs (13.6-16.3 Nm).

Install the rear and front breather hoses (8) & (7) through the top two holes in the
venturi backing plate (6), aligned as shown.

Using the three 1/4”-20 x 1/2" hex head screws (9). install the gasket (11) onto the
throttle body. Only thread in the hex head screws halfway.

Slide the backing plate over the three hex head screws (9) on the throttle body. Rotate
clockwise to lock the assembly in place. Tighten the three hex head screws. NOTE:
Torque the screws to 55-60 in-lb (6.2-6.8 Nm).

Insert the breather hoses (Front #8 & Rear #7) over the bleed bolts (10).

Using the remaining three 1/4”-20 x 1/2" button head cap screws (4), install the air filter
element (5) and torque to 55-60 in-lbs (6.2-6.8 Nm).

Place the Skullcap (3) cover onto air filter. Make sure Vance and Hines logo is oriented
to the 3 O’clock position.

(1). Insert the 5/16"-18 x 5/8" button head cap (1) screw through the poly washer (2)
and skullcap cover hole info the center of the air filter element: tighten to 50-65 in/lbs.

After 100 miles check to be sure that these bolts are still tight. Periodically ensure that
these screws remain tight.
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[ CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. CHROME COVER. When installing the chrome air filter cover, make sure your hands are
clean and free of oil. After installation, thoroughly clean cover with a soft cloth and
cleaning solvent that will leave no residue (chrome wax / polish, glass cleaner, alcohol,
ammonia, etc.) before starting the motorcycle

2. BLACK COVER. When installing the balck air filter cover, make sure your hands are
clean and free of oil. After installation, thoroughly clean cover with warm soapy water
and a clean soft cloth, taking care to not wet the filter element. Dry with clean towel to
remove any residue before starting the motorcycle. DO NOT use anything abrasive to
clean cover
