REMOVE THE FACTORY EXHAUST SYSTEM:

WARNING 5. Remove the two lower heat shield brackets.
Avoid serious burns! Allow the exhaust

system to cool completely before removing
the factory exhaust system.

3. Remove the four heat shield bolts . 6. Remove the two heat shield backer bolts. Remove

the heat shield backer. Then reinstall the two
bolts.
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7. Use a spring puller to release the four muffler
mount springs.

9. Inspect the lead gasket on the end of the exhaust
pipe for serviceability. Replace if required.

ASSEMBLE AND INSTALL YOUR XDR OFF-

10.Install the new muffler (item 1) by pushing the
two hanger pins into the rubber mounts. Ensure
proper alignment the exhaust pipe and muffler
flange.

11.Use a spring puller to connect the four muffler
mount springs to the new muffler.

12.Place the heat shield backer (2) on a bench or
other flat surface. Place spacers (7) over the top
two holes.

13.Place the heat shield (3) over the spacers and
place flat washers (8) over the top two holes. Align
the backer, spacer and the shield holes, and insert
screws (6) in them.

14.Grasp the aligned heat shield, backer and
hardware and hang the assembly on the muffler’s
two top mount holes. Then install a flat washer (8)
and lock washer (9), and hand-start a nut (10), on
each screw.

15. At each bottom hole, hold a spacer (7) in between
the heat shield and backer. Install a screw (6) with
flat washer (8) through the stacked parts. Then
install a flat washer (8), lock washer (9), and nut
(10) on each screw.

16. After the fasteners have been started at all four
mount holes, tighten the fasteners.

PUSH CLAMP TO
END OF Z-NOTCH

17.Install one clamp (4) on the opening of each
exhaust tip (5). For best retention, push the clamp
just to the end of the Z-notch, leaving 1/8" to 1/4"
of the clamp extending past the tip opening.

18. Note also that each clamp bolt should be on the
inboard side of the tip, with its nut pointing down.
Install each tip on its exhaust pipe.
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IMPORTANT: RETAIN THESE INSTRUCTIONS FOR
FUTURE REFERENCE

19.Push each tip onto its pipe until its clamp touches
the spark arrestor screws. Also be sure to keep the
rear edge of the clamp just over the end of the Z-
notch (per Step 17). When each tip is in place,
tighten the clamp.
